Kadir Has University Rezan Has Museum presents to art lovers and history aficionados yet another exceptional exhibition that will shed light to the evolution of writing. Displaying the adventure of writing from its birth as pictogram to its present state and demonstrating the impact writing and language has on societies, the exhibition entitled, ‘Whispers of Extinct Languages-II’ will be open to visitors between 24 April and 1 July 2014. 
The exhibition entitled, "Whispers of Extinct Languages-II” is brought to life in coordination with the cover story “Lost Languages of Anatolia” from the most recent issue of the international archaeology journal Actual Archaeology Magazine sponsored by Rezan Has Museum. On the opening day of the exhibition, the specialists of the field will hold an interactive workshop with participants on the subject of the exhibition. Scheduled for Thursday, 24 April 2014 at 3:30 PM, the panel will bring together Prof. Recai Tekoğlu, Assoc. Prof. Hamdi Şahin, and Asst. Prof. Hüseyin Sami Öztürk, who will share their experiences in the subject matter.
Designed by Kadir Has University Rezan Has Museum, the exhibition serves as a broad resource on the methods humankind has developed since its existence to share sentiments and ideas in the course of its journey from the past into the present. 
“History” began for humankind with the discovery of writing in mid-4th millennium B.C. Humans began immortalizing their thoughts, rules, complaints, cries, sorrows, and joys with writing. From steles to treaties, and from votive offering tablets to historical events, they shared their feelings, ideas, and yearnings about a plethora of subjects with other people and societies by way of inscriptions. 
Voicing the silent cries of stones, Whispers of Extinct Languages-II also presents to art and history lovers extensive information on a range of topics extending from religious beliefs and cultural interactions facilitated by writing during the process of civilization, to commercial relations and social concepts defining daily life. 
Encompassing countless deciphered, indecipherable, unknown, and lost languages from pictograms to cuneiform, from Hittite and Phrygian to Urartian, Lycian, and Carian, and from Ancient Greek to Latin, the exhibition will welcome visitors until July 1st.
