In the exhibition a range of works of different painters from the Orientalist period to the present day based on the theme of the socio-cultural and economic structure of the period are displayed. Thanks to these works which reflect the daily life and architecture of the period, whilst witnessing the development of Turkish Painting, the development of modernism in Turkey can also be evaluated within the context of Turkish Painting since this exhibition is a type of history reading that everyone would enjoy.    
In this exhibition, on one hand the beginning and development of western style painting in Ottoman Era is revealed clearly whereas on the other hand the movements by which the Turkish Painting is influenced from the beginning to the present can be traced and this is one of the distinctive and informative features of the exhibition. The “Ottoman Painters” used different schools of painting whilst building up the infrastructure of the art of painting in Turkey and this had strongly influenced and played an important role in the development of western thinking in Turkey.     
The rapidly changing structure of today’s Turkey requires us to reclaim the lost values of the past. This unique collection will definitely take you on a journey back to the past by combining both the aesthetic and documentary values.  This exhibition is designed to make us remember the values that we have lost or forgotten through art and allows us to find a place in the Centennial Tale of Turkish Painting.
